SCHEDULING THE TECHNICAL EVALUATION FOR PROFESSIONAL MECHANICAL
ENGINEERS AND ORAL EXAMINATIONS FOR PROFESSIONAL ELECTRICAL
ENGINEERS AND PROFESSIONAL ELECTRONICS ENGINEERS FOR THE
YEAR 2026 AND PRESCRIBING THE PRELIMINARY GUIDELINES THEREOF

WHEREAS, Section 7(d) of Republic Act (R.A.) No. 8981, also known as the “PRC Modernization
Act of 2000”, empowers the Professional Regulation Commission (Commission) to administer
and conduct the licensure examinations of various regulatory boards in accordance with rules and
regulations it may promulgate;

WHEREAS, the Commission, through the Professional Regulatory Boards (PRBs/Boards)
concerned, administer Oral Examinations for the Professional Electrical Engineers (PEE) and
Professional Electronics Engineers (PECE) and Technical Evaluation for the Professional
Mechanical Engineers (PME);

WHEREAS, R.A. No. 7920, or the “New Electrical Engineering Law” dated 24 February 1995
empowers the Board of Electrical Engineering to conduct an oral examination or interview for
purposes of confirming the service record and clarifying the technical report submitted by the
applicant for registration as PEE;

WHEREAS, R.A. No. 9292, or the “Electronics Engineering Law of 2004” vests authority to the
Board of Electronics Engineering to conduct an oral interview to the applicants for the purpose of
verifying, authenticating, and assessing the submissions and establishing the competence of the
applications in accordance to the rules, regulations, and competency standards to be formulated
by the Board;

WHEREAS, R.A. No. 8495, or the “Philippine Mechanical Engineering Act of 1998 enumerates
the qualifications of applicants for PME and further provides that the granting of PME Certificate
of Registration shall be testimonial in nature which shall include the submission of an enumeration
of the applicant's experience including the presentation of an engineering report/technical paper
pertinent to his/her line of experience attested to by two (2) or more PMEs in an affidavit for this
purpose;

WHEREAS, Section 2(a) of Board Resolution No. 08 (s. 2021)", issued by the PRB of Mechanical
Engineering, provides that the Professional Mechanical Engineering Practice is classified as Level
7 under the Career Progression and Specialization Program for the Mechanical Engineering
profession;

WHEREAS, pursuant to R.A. No. 8981, the Commission is vested with authority to determine and
fix the places and dates of examinations;

WHEREAS, the Commission is empowered to make rules and regulations and issue orders and
other administrative issuances as may be necessary in the execution and implementation of its
functions and the improvement of its services;

WHEREAS, the Commission issued Resolution No. 665 (s. 2012)? implementing the Online
Application System (OAS), which enables applicants for licensure examinations to apply online,
anytime and anywhere, within the prescribed application period;
